
Evening Support Assistant - 2025

Barhaugh Hall Activity Centre, near Alston, Cumbria.

Evening Support Assistants are appointed to assist with the overall smooth running of Barhaugh Hall activity centre, near Alston.

Robinwood works on an annualised hours system which means that staff get a regular amount of pay each month based on their average 
hours per week over the course of a year. All Robinwood staff get 6 weeks of paid holiday but, as a result of working higher hours during 
operational periods, we are able to offer significantly more than 6 weeks off in a year.

Working Tuesdays and Wednesdays, generally in school term time, 36 weeks a year

This contract will involve working 36 Tuesdays and Wednesdays throughout the year, generally in school term time, with 12 weeks off. 

Working an average of 16 hours a week, with 6 weeks paid holiday (ie. 46 working weeks) amounts to 8 X 46 = 368 hours to be worked over 
the year.
The centres are closed for 12 weeks a year, so the 368 hours are divided by 40 (operational) weeks = 9.2. Therefore, actual working hours are 
around 9.2 each week.

Pay for Support Assistants at Barhaugh Hall is £12.90 as of January 2025.

All Robinwood staff who work through to the end of the financial/calendar year, receive a profit bonus based on the profit achieved.

Free food is also provided when working.

This role involves assisting with meal supervision and cleaning around the centre, maintaining high standards of presentation throughout every 
aspect of the centre.

Assisting with evening supervision of children. Reminding children of routines and liaising with other staff, recording information where 
appropriate.

Providing support for groups of children between sessions. This may include helping with harnesses and helmet fitting, provision of waterproofs 
and other equipment, or other supervisory tasks. And providing support on sessions by fulfilling roles such as bottom of Zip Wire or lake cover.

Actual shifts and duties carried out will be discussed and agreed with the centre manager prior to the job starting.

To fulfil the values of Robinwood as follows:
•	 We are enthusiastic and positive.
•	 Through supporting each other we achieve more as a team.
•	 We see through the eyes of our customers and provide excellence.

Typical shifts could be working from 3.00pm to 10.30pm on Tuesdays and 12.30pm to 10.30pm on Wednesdays.
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
